National Energy Awareness Week 

The Energy Awareness Week in Finland is an annual theme week during which schools, companies and other organisations are dedicated to promoting energy efficiency and renewables. The week is a means of getting people to think and act voluntarily in favour of rational use of energy and adopt an environmentally conscious behaviour in their everyday life. Several companies have adopted the Energy Awareness Week as part of the company’s environmental programme and as an activity fulfilling the voluntary energy conservation agreements. The year 2006 marks the 10th anniversary of the theme week. Every day of the week has a specific theme: heating, transport, water consumption, purchases, electricity, and recycling.
