The Implementation of the New Energy Performance Directive for Buildings: a Challenge for the Member States

Brussels, Belgium, 19 May 2003 

4 January 2006 is the deadline for compliance with the new European Directive on Energy Performance of buildings. This means that the member states must have a regulation in force with requirements on the integral energy performance of new and renovated buildings, on energy certification for all buildings when sold or rented out, inspection schemes for heating and cooling installations. Many European countries have already partial solutions to meet these requirements. However, a lot of work still remains to be done in most of them. Concerted European actions are preferable to develop common approaches whenever possible. The ENPER project has gathered already a lot of information on calculation procedures and legal measures in the various countries. It prepares also recommendations on how to improve convergence between national actions. Kyoto Buildings is a platform for exchange of experiences and for common research and development actions regarding the implementation of the EPD. 

This workshop aims at stimulating the exchange of information between European countries confronted with the urgent need for regulatory actions to implement the EPD on national or regional level. Come and share your experiences and unanswered questions and problems. 

Background to the Workshop 

Many European countries have recently updated or are currently updating their energy performance regulations in order to improve energy efficiency of their buildings. This is particularly relevant in the light of the new European Directive on the Energy Performance of Buildings (EPD). The overall objective of this Directive is to promote the improvement of the energy performance of buildings within the Community. In respect of new buildings and large existing buildings, as they undergo major renovation, the Directive requires that each member state introduce a minimum level of energy performance. The Directive requires the production of energy performance certificates when buildings are constructed, sold or rented. Furthermore, the Directive requires regular inspection of boilers and air-conditioning systems. 

This workshop is the 6th of a series of workshops on energy performance regulations for buildings in European countries. It has been organised as part of the ENPER-TEBUC Project under the EU SAVE Programme. The ENPER-TEBUC study deals with the issue of Building Codes as it investigates the possibilities of developing harmonised building codes at a European level. The project also has a platform for information exchange on Energy Performance standardisation and legislation among the prominent national players, the aim of the platform is to systematically collect and summarise the different approaches and to develop suggestions for a European 'model code'. With this mutual knowledge exchange Member States learn from each another and influence each other’s choices. This contributes to the development and implementation of legislation on national level and helps a future harmonisation process in a positive way. 

The workshop is organized by the Belgium Building Research Institute (BBRI) as part of the ENPER project with support of the SAVE programme of the European Commission , DG TrEn.
